Rallying Support for Nongame Wildlife

After a long winter, with piles of snow that lingered in the shade well past their welcome, 

these warm breezy days of late spring are a relief. Iôll kick off my saltwater fishing season 
offshore ï in search of cod, haddock and mackerel. The stripers will be in any day now, and 

Iôll be chasing them every spare minute my son and I have together. Saltwater fishing in 

coastal New Hampshire is one of the best fishing experiences we offer. Since the 1970s, the 
N.H. Fish and Game Department has supported a variety of marine programs with a mix of 

license dollars and federal funds. Last year, a saltwater license was enacted, and 2011 is the 

first year that recreational saltwater anglers (through their license purchases) are making a contribution to the science 

and management activities that help maintain coastal fishing opportunities. As we go to press, this new license fee is be-

ing looked at closely by budget writers ï stay tuned for details. 

The New Hampshire Legislature is continuing its work to create and pass a balanced budget. These are difficult 

times, and itôs hard to predict the outcome for your state fish and wildlife agency. We are largely self-funded, always ad-
justing our spending to live within our revenue ï which comes from licenses, registrations and federal excise taxes first 

passed back in 1937. The latter are known as the Wildlife and Sport Fish Restoration programs, and each time you buy 

firearms, ammunition, archery or fishing equipment or gas up your boat, you are supporting the outdoor life you cherish. 

The only General Fund revenue that comes our way is a $50,000 matching grant for the Nongame and Endan-
gered Wildlife Program. The appropriation is released dollar for dollar as we raise private donations, and itôs used to 

prevent wildlife from becoming endangered, avoiding the challenges that come with federal listings and expensive spe-

cies recovery efforts. Itôs a small amount of money that goes a long way, because it leverages partnerships and federal 
dollars ï but, unfortunately, it was cut from the House budget for FY2012-2013. The Senate started their budget delib-

erations in April. While we wait to see if the Nongame Program will lose this ñseedò money from New Hampshire, 

weôre watching another very serious development: State Wildlife Grants, a federal program that we rely on for the ma-

jority of our nongame and endangered wildlife and habitat work, is in danger of being cut from the federal budget. Wild-
life agencies across the U.S. are rallying to maintain this critical program, which has had impressive success in its first 

decade. 

No matter what happens with these funding sources, itôs clear that your donations to the program are especially 
important this year. Some may not realize this, but a large proportion of the programôs donors are hunters and anglers. 

Along with strong support from new and continuing contributors, we can keep this program, with its benefits for all fish 

and wildlife and people in place. Learn more about the program and how to donate at www.wildnh.com/nongame. 

Soon, school will be out and the summer vacation season in full swing. Letôs all take a friend or family member 
outdoors this summer to fish, boat, hike or paddle, and make it a point to enjoy all the New Hampshireôs great outdoors 

has to offer. Let us know how we can help connect you with life outdoors.

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Biathlon at Pemi ï An Update  by Fred Allen 

The Winter and Summer Biathlon programs at the Pemi Fish and Game Club, started in 2007, continue to be a 
glowing success, expanding and growing in popularity! Well-attended winter events were held on December 12, 2010, 

January 5, February 5 and March 12 of this year.  

Summer events are scheduled for June 4, July 16, August 27, September 17, and October 2. The June 4th event 

includes a clinic on biathlon techniques geared especially for the new participants. The clinic is run by well-known bi-

athlete and writer, Kevin Brooker, from Post Mills, VT. The October 2nd event is a Mountain Bike biathlon where the 

participants ride mountain bikes instead of run.  

 In summer events, skiing or snowshoeing is replaced by running, or walking or wheelchairing or any other means 
of mobility. The distance varies from 100 meters to 800 meters. There are two to four bouts in a match. A ñboutò is a 

cycle of run (or ski or é) and shoot.  

The rifles used in both winter and summer events are .22 caliber bolt action equipped with iron sights. Scopes are 

not allowed (although we are considering a scope class this summer to increase interest).  In all biathlon events, the 

targets are approximately four inches in diameter and are 50 meters away. There is a penalty for each missed shot. The 
penalty may be an extra 100 meter run (or ski or é) per miss, or a penalty factor where each miss adds thirty seconds 

or a minute to the raw finishing time. The on course time plus the penalty factor determines match placing. In some 

events, the finish time is calculated by subtracting a designated time from the raw finishing time for each hit.  

In the Pemi biathlon events, several classes are recognized including Beginner, Novice (not ready for prime time!), 

Match Class (experienced competitors), youth, walk, ski, snowshoe and Adaptive (wheelchair, Sit -Ski, etc). The club 
has loaner rifles available for these events and several of our regulars are always eager to coach new shooters. Very 

often the experienced athletes use their own biathlon rifles (rifles specially designed for this competition) while coach-

ing.
