Once again the Pemi is hosting the Revolutionary 

War Veterans Association (RWVA) for one of their 
―Appleseed‖ programs. This is a great learning experi-
ence, as it‘s a mix of American history and marksman-
ship. It‘s a 2-day clinic scheduled for April 17 and 18. 

The Appleseed Project‘s program is designed to take 
the student from being a simple rifle owner to being a 
true rifleman. All throughout American history, the rifle-
man has been defined as a marksman capable of hitting a 
man-sized target from 500 yards away — no ifs, ands, or 
buts about it. This 500-yard range is traditionally known 
as "the rifleman's quarter-mile": a rifleman can hit just 
about any target he can see.  This skill was particularly 
evident in the birth of our country, and was the difference 
in winning the Revolutionary War.
